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Take off the fly sheet and take down the inner tent being hung. Remove all pegs, ropes, and poles that
have been installed to hold the fly sheet. Then fold the fly sheet and inner tent as illustrated below.
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Pick up the 4 corners of fly sheet and fold in half. Fold both ends Inward to Fold it further inward to make it a 1/4 slze. Carry Bag
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After taking off the inner tent, spread it on the ground. Open the bottom portions of the front and back ventilation doors.

After the inner tent has been spread up on the ground in a square shape, fold it up as shown in the following figures.
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Follow the same procedure to fold the back door and side surfaces also.
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While holding down the corners,
fold it outward. Make sure that the
door surface is free of creases.
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Slide it so that the lower portion becomes longer than Fold it further inward to make it a1/4 size. Fold the side surfaces Inward onto the doors.
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Fold all poles and put them back into the pole case. Roll up the fly sheet and inner tent as shown in the
figures below. Stow them into the carry bag.
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After folding the fly sheet at the 1, put the pole case on it and roll it up. wrap the inner tent around it and roll up.
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When folding a pole, it is recommended that you start folding it in the middle as it will keep the tension even
A throughout the shock cord (rubber) and allow it to last longer. If the inner tent is not rolled up tightly enough, it may
not fit into the storage bag.
